LED Expected Lifespan

LEDs gradually decline in brightness over time. HEAT is the dominant factor that leads to the acceleration
of this decline. Packaged in clusters, LEDs exhibit higher operating temperatures than in ideal or singular
optimum conditions. For this reason, when all color LEDs are used at their fullest intensity, life of the LEDs is
significantly reduced. If improving the lifespan is of higher priority, place care in providing for lower
operational temperatures. This may include climatic-environmental and the reduction of overall
projection intensity.

* Never let the power cord come into contact with other cables! Handle the power cord and all
connections with the mains with particular caution!

* Neverremove warning or informative labels from the unit.

* Never use anything to cover the ground contact.

* Never lift the fixture holding it by the projector head, as the mechanics may be damaged. Always
hold the fixture by the transport handles.

* Never place any material over the lens.

¢ Never look directly into the light source.

* Neverleave any cables lying around.

¢ Do not insert objects into air vents.

* Do not connect this device to a dimmerpack.

* Do not switch the device on and off in short intervals, as this will reduce the device's life.

* Do not touch the device’s housing bare-handed during its operation (housing becomes very hot).
Allow the fixture to cool for at least 5 minutes before handling.

* Do not shake the device. Avoid brute force when installing or operating the device.

* Only use the device indoors, avoid contact with water or other liquids.

¢ Only operate the fixture after having checked if the housing is firmly closed and all screws are fightly
fastened.

*  Only operate the device after having familiarized with its functions.

* Avoid flames and do not put close to flammabile liquids or gases.

* Always keep the case closed while operatfing.

* Always allow a free air space of at least 50 cm around the unitf for ventilation.

* Always disconnect power from the mains, when device is not used or before cleaning! Only handle
the power cord holding it by the plug. Never pull out the plug by tugging the power cord.

*  Make sure that the device is not exposed to extreme heat, moisture or dust.

*  Make sure that the available voltage is not higher than stated on the rear panel.

*  Make sure that the power cord is never crimped or damaged. Check the device and the power
cord from fime to time.

* Ifthe lensis obviously damaged, it has to be replaced. So that its functions are not impaired, due to
cracks or deep scratches.

* If device was dropped or struck, disconnect mains power supply immmediately. Have a qualified
engineer inspect for safety before operating.

e If the device has been exposed to drastic temperature fluctuation (e.g. after transportation), do not
switch it on immediately. The arising condensation water might damage your device. Leave the
device switched off until it has reached room temperature.

Operating Determinations

* This device is not designed for permanent operation. Consistent operation breaks will ensure that the
device will serve you for a long time without defects.

* The minimum distance between light output and the illuminated surface must be bigger than 1
meter.

* The maximum ambient temperature tq = 40°C must never be exceeded.

e The relative humidity must not exceed 50 % with an ambient temperature of 40° C.

e If this device is operated in any other way than the one described in this manual, the product may
suffer damages and the warranty becomes void.

* Any other operation may lead to dangers like short-circuit, burns, electric shock, crash, etc.

Procedure:

e Ifthe projectoris lowered from the ceiling or high joists, professional frussing systems have to be used.

¢ Use aclamp fo mount the projector, with the mounting bracket, to the frussing system.

¢ The projector must never be fixed swinging freely in the room.

e The installation must always be secured with a safety attachment, e.g. an appropriate safety net or
safety cable.

e  Whenrigging, derigging or servicing the projector, always make sure, that the area below the
installation site is secured and that there are not any unauthorized people around.

Installation

Remove all packing materials from the Bumper Flower. Check if all foam and plastic padding is removed.
Connect all cables.

Do not supply power before the whole system is set up and connected properly.

Always disconnect from electric mains power supply before cleaning or servicing.

Damages caused by non-observance are not subject to warranty.

Set Up and Operation

Follow the directions below, as they pertain to your preferred operation mode.

Before plugging the unit in, always make sure that the power supply matches the product specification
voltage. Do not attempt to operate a 120V specification product on 230V power, or vice versa.
Connect the device to the main power supply.
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Control Modes

There are 3 modes: ¢ Static colors
¢ Auto
¢ Sound-controlled

One Bumper Flower (Static colors and Auto)

01) Fasten the effect light to a firm frussing. Leave at least 0,5 meter on all sides for air circulation.

02) Always use a safety cable (ordercode 70140 / 70141).

03) Plug the end of the electric mains power cord into a proper electric power supply socket.

04) The Bumper Flower functions as a stand-alone device. See page 10 for more information about
Static colors mode and Auto mode.

One Bumper Flower (Sound-controlled)

01) Fasten the effect light to a firm trussing. Leave at least 0,5 meter on all sides for air circulation.

02) Always use a safety cable (ordercode 70140 / 70141).

03) Plug the end of the electric mains power cord into a proper electric power supply socket.

04) Turn on the music. If the device is set to sound-control, then the Bumper Flower will react to the beat
of the music. Please see page 10 for more information about the sound-control options.

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Maintenance

The operator has to make sure that safety-related and machine-technical installations are to be
inspected by an expert after every year in the course of an acceptance test.

The operator has to make sure that safety-related and machine-technical installations are to be
inspected by a skilled person once a year.

The following points have to be considered during the inspection:

01) All screws used for installing the device or parts of the device have to be tightly connected and
must not be corroded.

02) There may not be any deformations on housings, fixations and installation spofs.

03) Mechanically moving parts like axles, eyes and others may not show any traces of wearing.

04) The electric power supply cables must not show any damages or material fatigue.

The Bumper Flower requires almost no maintenance. However, you should keep the unit clean.
Otherwise, the fixture's light output will be significantly reduced. Disconnect the mains power supply, and
then wipe the cover with a damp cloth. Do not immerse in liquid. Wipe lens clean with glass cleaner and
a soft cloth. Do not use alcohol or solvents.

The front lens will require weekly cleaning, as smoke-fluid fends to build up residues, reducing the light-
output very quickly.

Please clean internal components once a year with a light brush and vacuum cleaner.

Replacing the Fuse

Power surges, short-circuit or inappropriate electrical power supply may cause a fuse to burn out. If the

fuse burns out, the product will not function whatsoever. If this happens, follow the directions below.

01) Unplug the unit from electric power source.

02) Insert a screwdriver into the slot in the fuse cover. Genftly pry up the fuse cover. The fuse will come
out.

03) Remove the used fuse. If brown or unclear, it is burned out.

04) Insert the replacement fuse into the holder where the old fuse was. Reinsert the fuse cover. Be sure to
use a fuse of the same type and specification. See the product specification label for details.

Troubleshooting

This troubleshooting guide is meant to help solve simple problems.
If a problem occurs, carry out the steps below in sequence until a solution is found. Once the unit
operates properly, do not carry out following steps.

No Light

If the light effect does not operate properly, refer servicing to a technician.

Suspect three potential problem areas as: the power supply, the LEDs, the fuse.

01) Power supply. Check that the unit is plugged intfo an appropriate power supply.

02) The LEDs. Return the Bumper Flower to your Showtec deadler.

03) The fuse. Replace the fuse. See page 11 for replacing the fuse.

04) If all of the above appears to be O K., plug the unit in again.

05) If you are unable to determine the cause of the problem, do not open the Bumper Flower, as this
may damage the unit and the warranty will become void.

06) Return the device to your Showtec dealer.
